Vigilance -- Should be an
everyday posture in the face
of continued terrorist threats

As the weeks go by with no more successful stateside te
ist attacks, there is a tendency toward a more relaxed attit
However, with continued threats being directed at Americ
government and business targets, the potential for more att
remains significant, and those living or working on U.S. milita
installations should remain vigilant.
Joe Kaffl, chief of the intelligence division of the Directora
of Law Enforcement and Security, said that the eyes and ea
the community are key to fighting terrorism at Aberdeen Prov
Ground and throughout the nation.
Although the war on terrorism continues to go well, many t
rorists are still at large. They are well-trained, well-financed a
patient.
“Despite the fact that several months have passed without
rorist activities in the United States, the threat continues to t
serious one,” Kaffl said.

The Installation Safety Divisio
Directorate of Safety, Health and Environment, offers a f
reminders to ensure that every mower remains unscathed
this year’s mowing season.

Dress for safe mowing
» Wear heavy-duty shoes with non-slip soles. Never mow
bare feet or sandals.
* Wear long slacks to protect your legs.
« Avoid loose clothing that could get caught in machinery.
* Eye and ear protection must be worn when mowing.

Practical tips "
» Before mowing, clear the yard of rocks, sticks, toys or af*
thing else the mower might pick up and fling.
« Fill the gas tank before beginning to mow. Never refuel a
mower.
 Wait for the grass to dry after rain or heavy dew. Wet gr
may clog the chute or cause a slip or fall.
« If the chute clogs, shut off the mower, wait for the blade
stop turning, then clear the chute with a long stick. Never cle
chute with your hands.
* On hills, mow across the face of a slope with a walk-beh|:
mower, so your feet won't slip under the blades.
« With a riding mower, mow up and down the slope so you
less likely to tip over.

» Never leave a running mower unattended, and always ..
sure the area you are about to mow is clear of children, pets
others. 1
